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We pay all instructors 70% of gross receipts from basic class registration fees (we do not include additional non-resident fees in this calculation).  Most instructors are paid through payroll and necessary workers comp, ss,

and other taxes are taken out.  if an instructor is a legitimate independent contractor, we pay their business the straight 70%.  If broken down to hourly wages, it would range from $5 to $75 per hour depending on the success of the class.  It certainly motivates the instructor to do a good job and help promote the class.

The Montgomery County, MD Department of Recreation provides instructional services for Adult & Youth Dance Instructors, Tennis Instructors, Aerobics, Yoga, and Tai Chi Instructors, and Preschool Programs through the use of

contractual instructors. We do not use staff or an hourly rate for instructors.

Instructors are "paid" a percentage of revenue for the course. Maximum and minimums are established for each course along with the course feees and length of each course.

Course fees are collected and held in an "agency account (fund)" the revenue is adjusted for withdrawls, transfers or prorations. After the adjustments are made the instructor receives a percentage of the "adjusted

gross revenue".

The use of the agency account allows us to add or delete courses without budgat impacts. The revenue account certifies that sufficient funds are available to "pay" the instructor.

The percentage of the adjusted gross revenue paid to instructor for the following programs is

Adult & YouthDance Instructors - 60%

Tennis Instructors - 65%

Aerobics - 60%

Yoga - 65%

Tai Chi - 65%

Instructors, and Preschool Program - 60%

The balance of the revenue is retained by the Department to offset budget costs such as the Guide to Leisure Services ( which advertises the courses and is mailed to subscribers), facility useage costs, registration processing costs and some overhead or indirect costs.

the Tennis instructors get. I hope this helps you somewhat.
